Directions/Submission requirements:
1. Raleigh students in Grades 9-12 may submit only one entry per category.

2. The Deadline for entries is Monday January 16, 2012. Mail or deliver entries to the Woman’s Club of Raleigh, 3300 Woman’s Club Drive, Raleigh, NC 27609. ATTENTION: Literature Contest Chairman.
3. Manuscripts entered may not have been published prior to the competition and must be the original work of the author.

4. Entries must be typed, double-spaced, with minimum margins of one (1) inch, one side only, on 8-1/2 x 11 inch paper. Entries must include “labeling requirements” as indicated below and must be on the top right-hand corner of EACH page. This information may be attached to the upper right hand corner instead of printed on the top of each page.

5. Three (3) copies of each entry must be submitted.

6. Entries must be written during the contest year.

7. Authors must not be professional writers. Earnings may not to exceed $1000 per year.

8. State winners in the Poetry and Short Story categories in ALL grade levels may be eligible for competition on the national level.

Short Story limited to 2,000 words

Poetry – lyric poem, narrative poem, or sonnet of at least eight lines and no more than fifty lines.


GRADES 10-12

Short Story limited to 2,000 words

· 122
Poetry – lyric poem, narrative poem, or sonnet of at least eight lines and no more than fifty lines.

10. First, second, and third place ribbons and certificates will be awarded to winners in each category at the local Club level. $25 will be awarded to the First Place winner in each of the 4 student categories at the local Club level.
