Directions/Submission requirements:
1. Contest is open to Raleigh students in Grades 9-12.
2. Speeches must be memorized. Notes are not allowed.
3. There is no established subject. Topic is to be of speaker’s choice. Material must be in good taste, in the opinion of the judges, to be accepted. 

4. Time limits must be observed. Minimum: three (3) minutes. Maximum: eight (8) minutes. Entrants will be disqualified if the time limits are not observed.

5. Three (3) copies of the speech to be presented must be available for the judges’ use. The official Entry Form must be included as a cover sheet for each copy of the speech. 

6. First, second, and third place ribbons and certificates will be awarded to student winners. The local level first place Student Award winner will receive $25.00. Winners on the District and State Levels will receive additional cash awards.

7. Judging will be based on the following criteria:

Choice of Words

Vocal expression and dynamics

Poise, self-control, appropriate dress

Adaptation of material to audience
up to 10 points

up to 10 points
